Understanding Horary Astrology
Deborah Houlding

Horary is an extremely valuable astrological
tool which, when practised with competence,
allows both a wide-ranging overview of a sit-
uation, as well as deep insight into areas of
particular concern. But although horary pres-
ents the opportunity to make a predictive
assessment, it is not limited to being a mate-
rialistic or purely predictive technique. It also
has value for its capacity to reveal significant
moments from the past, or for revealing
deeper problems that lie beneath the surface
of the immediate issue. In all circumstances,
however, its effective use depends upon a
solid understanding of the philosophical
principles that underlie its key techniques.
This workshop aims to develop confidence in
judgement by explaining how certain pre-
cepts illuminate its practice, and by demon-
strating how traditional horary theory plays
out in modern day practical reality. 
It is not essential to have previous horary
experience for this workshop, which includes
all necessary notes and materials. The exam-
ple horaries which illustrate the theory are all
drawn from recent case histories, and
demonstrate a wide variety of typical horary
concerns. 

The Big Squeeze: 
The Life-changing Effect of
Outer Planet Transits
Lynn Bell

Outer planet transits often bring a stepping
up of events, a mysterious inner pressure, or
news that we would rather not have.
Whether they begin with an extraordinary
flash of insight or an unexplained sense of
dread, they change our lives through both
psychological processes and outer events.
They push us out of our comfort zones and
open us to another world, disrupting

rhythm, pattern and relationship.  How does
each of the major planetary players affect us?
What are they asking of us? Neptune, Uranus
and Pluto have their own ways of breaking
pattern, whether it be drift or constraint, a
sudden increase in personal power, or the
breaking up of entrenched structures in our
lives. Always underlying and interweaving
with the outer planets, is the influence of
Saturn. All these processes intensify when
Saturn is connected to other cosmic players
as it has been in recent years.
The effects of each planet shift subtly as they
change signs, and this is a time of many such
changes. We will also look at the cosmic pile
up happening in the sky during the time to
come, and examine how to work with com-
plex, multiple layers of transits.

Midpoints & Harmonics
[Module 7: Diploma Course - 10 Credits]
Mike Harding & Glòria Roca

Although both midpoints and harmonics are
ancient astrological techniques, they have
more recently been rediscovered and devel-
oped for modern times, offering interesting
new ways of understanding the natal chart at
a more detailed and profound level.  Both
allow us to see beyond the surface of the
chart, showing hidden dimensions which
would otherwise be closed to us - midpoints
through the potential which is created at the
points in the chart where the energies of two
planets intersect, and harmonics through the
relationship of the individual to the qualities
inherent in number.  
This weekend course introduces midpoints,
minor aspects (quintiles, septiles and noviles)
and the harmonics which derive from them,
showing how these techniques can be incor-
porated into natal chart work to provide
greater depth to our interpretations.
Although there will be plenty of example
charts offered, you will have the chance to
work on your own chart and discover your
unique pattern of midpoints, minor aspects
and harmonics, opening up a secret world of
meaning.



Faculty & Guest Tutors
LAURA ANDRIKOPOULOS DFAstrolS is Vice-
President of the Faculty of Astrological Studies.
She obtained her Faculty Diploma in 2006, winning
the Margaret Hone Award, and became a Faculty
tutor in 2007. She runs her astrological practice
from Birmingham, UK. Laura has a degree in
Mathematics, a Diploma in Theology and is cur-
rently writing her dissertation for her MA in
Cultural Astronomy and Astrology upon the sub-
ject of Astrology and its relationship to the spiritu-
al path.
